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« CHAPTER-1

PRIORITIES .

The year 2008 marksthe ith year of the notification of the Public Records Rules. It also marks

eleventh eventful years of the implementation of the Public Records Act, 1993by, various Records Creating

Agencies of the Government of India and Union Territory Administration. The major initiatives set forth in

the Public Records Act and Public Records Rules have also got reflected in similar legislations enacted by the

State Governments of Assam, Delhi, Manipur, Maharashtra and ittaranchal. However, in spite of these

policy initiatives and increasing awareness about the importance of I-round records managementpractices,

we do notsee any remarkable transformation in the picture of a Government office.

In the reports of the previous years, it has been underlined as to how in the post-Right to Information

Act days, the managementof public recordsin the Governnient offices has assumeda critical dimension, and

also as to how the second Administrative Reforms Commission (ARC)hasstressed the importance of public

records as a vital tool to ensure accountability in governance. T would again lay emphasis upon the need to

adopt some drastic measures to streamline the records management practices in the Offices of Governmentof

India as the only way to cope with the demands of.an informed and empoweredcitizenry under the Right to

Information Act. a 5 =

It pains me to note that despite ‘the.full cooperation and support of National Archives of India to

various Records Creating Agencies in the implementation of the Public Records Act, 1993, these agencies

have, by and large, shown a total lackadaisical approach towards implanting the said Act. So muchso that

even the mandatory requirements Suchas the nomination of oneoftheir officers as the Departmental Records

Officer, (Section 5(1)) and establishment Of functional Departmental Records Room (Section 5(2)) have not

been complied with by majority of Records Creating Agenciesi.e. Ministries/ Departments. This situation has

to change. However, I am "glad to record that 61 Ministries/ Departments have nominated officers of

Additional/ Joint Secretatylevel as Chief Records Officers after the issue ofletter by the Cabinet Secretary.

Before I lay down the priority:points,let me place somefacts before you.

1.1 The overall response received from various record creating agencies about the state of implementation

of the Publi@-Records Act in their respective organizations during 2008 has not shown any sign of

improvement as compared to the last year (2007). In fact, it has gone down by 3.93 percent to 3.07

percent.as compared to 7 percent. Response from the main Ministries/ Departments of the

Government of India, has decreased from 14 to 6, which is totally unsatisfactory as 79 Ministries/

Departments did not respondat all and did not sendtheir reports for the year 2008 for inclusion in this

Réport. Similarly, there is also decrease in the responses received from the Public Sector Units from

55to 20. The fact remains that 221 Public Sector Units did not submittheir reports. The worst was the

situation regarding the attached/ subordinate offices, where the response has gone down from 42 in

2007 to only 22 during the period underreport.

1.2 Training of the Departmental Record Officers designated under the Public Records Act is a vital

building block to establish a sound records managementsystem as they serve as a link between the

National Archivesof India — the nodal agency forthe implementation of the Public Records Act — and

their own Department. The National Archives of India has been, since 1998, conducting regular

Orientation Courses in Record Management for the benefit of the said Departmental Records

Officers. However, while 96 officers attended the course in 2007, in 2008,only, 82°officers attended

DROtraining.

The National Archivesacts as the final repository of all Public Records of the Goyernment of India

that are found worthy of permanentpreservationafter their appraisal. However, over the years a large

numberof such records of enduring value have accumulated in various Records Creating Agencies

andtheinitiative taken by this Department, not withstanding, these*records’still await their transfer to

the National Archives of India. Thus, while 5,416 files were transferred to the National Archives of

India for their permanent preservation during 2007, this number has dwindled to 4,123 files during

2008. All these non-current records, which have already been appraised by the officers of National

Archives of India, need to be deposited with the National Afchives of India underthe provisions of

the Rules 5(3) Public Records Rules, 1997, lest we should lose thém irrecoverably.

This Departmenthasalready takeninitiative on the.approyed ‘action plan of the Cabinet Secretary on

addressing certaincritical area projects concerning-National Archives of India which includes,inter-

alia, appraisal and transfer of non-current records “of Post Independence Period of Ministries/

Departments. Accordingly Archival AssiStants havé been recruited and deployed in various key

Ministries/ Departments and approximately 37,879-files have already been transferred by June 2010.

CHAPTER-2

AN OVERVIEW

National ArchivesofIndiais an Attached Office of the Ministry of Culture. It is the repository of the

documentary heritage of the nation andalso serves as the Nodal Agency for the'implementation ofthe Public

Records Act, 1993. Under the provisions of the Rule 8 (2) of the Public Records Rules, 1997, Director

General of Archives is required to submit to the GovernmentofIndia an, Annual Report every year on the

action taken by the Departmental Records Officers in compliance ofthe provisions of Clauses(a) to (1) of the

Sub-section (1) of Section 6 of the Public Records Act, 1993..Accordingly, a Circular letter No. 16-

12(A)/2009-RM, dated 21 May 2009, was issued to 85 Records Greating Agencies i.e. Ministries/

Departmentsto furnish their report in Form 5 of the Public Records Rules, 1997,in respectof the action taken

by them on the clauses mentioned above during the year 2008,and “also requested them to issue necessary

directives to all the Attached and Subordinate Offices ofthe’Governmentof India including Public Sector

Undertakings, Statutory Bodies,etc. undertheir administrativecontrol to furnish the report in Form-5 of the

Public Records Rules, 1997, in respectof the actionstaken by*them on the clauses mentioned above during the

year 2008 so as to enable the Director General of Archives to compile and submit the report to the

GovernmentofIndia on the implementation of Public Records Act, 1993.

Records Rules, 1997,in respect of theaction taken by them on the’provisions of the Public Records Act, 1993

and Public Records Rules, 1997 during the year 2008. However, only48Organizations furnished information

in respect of the action taken by them on the implementation, of thevarious provisions of the said Act.

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CHAPTER-4

DEPARTMENTAL RECORDS ROOMS ~

A well-organized Departmental Records Room is one of the pre-requisites of sound Records

ManagementSystem. Sub-Section (2) of Section 5 of the Public Records Act; 1993"stipulatesthat all records

creating agencies should set up their Records Roomsatsuitable locations and also place each Records Room

under the charge of a Records Officer. The objective ofsetting up of the Departmental Records Roomis to

preserve the records scientifically and taketimely action for their recording, reviewing, indexing and weeding

out of those records which are no longer required to be retailed. Drawing the attention of the Records

Creating Agenciesto the said provision, National Archives ofIndiatequésted them to set up Records Rooms

in their respective Ministry/ Department/ Office/ Public Sector Undertakings etc. However, response received

in this regard revealsthat in spite of the fact that National"Arehiyesof India has been requesting all agencies

falling under the purview of the Act to organize and setup their Departmental Records Roomsin a scientific

way,very little attention has been paid towardsthis importantaspect. Moreefforts are required to be made by

the Records Creating Agenciesin this regard.

4.1 In all, 48 Ministries/ Departments/ Offices*and:Public Sector Undertakings have sent information. Out

of which 28 are Ministries/ Departments/*Offices and 20 are Public Sector Undertakings/ Statutory

Bodiesetc. Detailed analysis ofinformation receivedin this regard is given below.
