PRIORITIES 2S

The year 2012 marked the sixteenth year of the notification of The Public Recotds Rules1997. It

also marks 18 eventful years of the implementation of The Public Records Act, 1993 by.various Records

Creating Agencies of the Government of India and Union Territory Administrations,Majorinitiatives

set forth in the Public Records Rules have also gotreflected in similar legislationsenacted by some ofthe

States, However,in spite of these legislative provisions and increasing awareness ‘aboutthe importance of

proper upkeep ofpublic records, no remarkable transformation can be observedin the records management

practices followed by the records creating agencies. ee

In the post-Right to Information Act era, the management ofpublic records in the Government

organizations has assumeda critical dimension, a fact which also’ resonates with the observations of the

second Administrative Reforms Commission (ARC) regarding theimpértance of public records asa vital

tool to ensure accountability in governance. Therefore, itdsextremely imperative to implement serious

measures to streamline the records management BeNeGovernment of India as the only way to
eftcope with the demandsof an informed and empowered'citiz under the Right to Information Act.

The National Archives of India had extended filhcodperation and support to the Records Creating

Agencies towards’ the implementation of thePublic Records Act, 1993. The response of the Records

Creating Agencies can be gauged from the reports submitted by them to the National Archives of India in

Form 5, Public Records Rules, 1997. It has-beenobsétved that notall the Records Creating Agencies report

on the Records Managementactivities ofstheif Organization. From the reports that have been received,it

appears that some of the mandatory fequi ements such as the nomination of Record Officer under Section

5(1) and setting up of a functional R rd Room under Section 5(2) of the Act have not been complied

with by majority of records creating agenties. A brief analysis of the reportsis as follows:

1.1 The overall response: received from various Records Creating Agencies about the state of

implementationeof the Public Records Act in their organisations during 2012 reflects a slight

improvement.as.compated to 2011. Percentage wise, the total response is only 1.78 per cent for

the present.cepott.which is lesser than 2.87 per cent of 2011. It has also been observed that only

few of the Ministries/ Departments/ Offices have furnished the requisite information in the

mandatoryeformat but many of the subordinate Departments, Undertakings under many of these

main Mini8tries have furnished information on the implementation of the Public Records Act,

1993, Ofmsomeissueslike nomination of Record Officers, the response has been better compared

to.sonié”other mandatory provisionslike setting up of Departmental Record Room andRecording,

preparation of Indices, etc.

National Archives of India

Training of the recordofficers nominated under The Public Records Act, 1993 is a vital component

for establishing a sound records management system in the records creating agencies. The record

officers serve as a link between the National Archives of India and their own departments: The.

National Archives of India has been,since 1998, conducting regular Orientation Coursestinrecords

managementfor the benefit of the record officers. The Orientation courses organized duritig, the

year at the National Archives of India Headquarters,New Delhi, National Archives ofindia Regional

Office, Bhopal and National Archives of India Records Centres located in BhubaneSwar,Jaipur and

Puducherry wete attended by 111 officers sponsoredby various Records Creating Agencies.

Transfer of records of enduring value to the National Archives of Indiayas thefinal repository

of all public records of the Government of India after their appraisal is anothercritical area of

records managementas envisaged by The Public Records Act, 1993,However,over the years, a large

number of such records have accumulated in various records creating agencies. Notwithstanding

the continuousinitiatives taken by this Department, these f€cords still await their transfer to the

National Archives of India. The total numberof files transferted tothe National Archives of India

for permanent preservation during 2012 was 1, 92,831. Tt.cdnnotbe overemphasized here thatit

is absolutely imperative thatall non-current records oftnore than 25 years old be deposited with

the National Archives of India as delineated in Sectiorooof Public Records Act, 1993 and Rule

5 of Public Records Rules, 1997. Compliance ‘Ofsthis*mandatory provision will ensure that these

invaluable records are preservedscientifically with a View to prolongtheir longevity andfacilitate

their access to researchers. _-

This Department has continued the approyed Action Plan of the Cabinet Secretary on critical

area projects concerning National Archives of India which includes, infer-alia, appraisal and

transfer of non-current records of, the Post-Independence period of Ministries/Departmentsetc.

Approximately 1, 92,831 appraisedfiles selected for permanent retention have been transferred

from various Ministries/Departments,bulk of which has comefrom the Ministry of HomeAffairs.

This work has been déne:by the Archival Assistants under the supervision of the Archivists and

seniorofficers of this Department.

Besides, the processofreviewing the Public Records Act, 1993 and Public Records Rules, 1997 with

a view to carry outnecessary amendments to make the said Act and Rules moteeffective, is in an

advancedistages

Underthe provisions‘of’the Rule 8 (2)

of The Public Records Rules, 1997, Director General of Archives is required to submit tothe Government

of India, an Annual Report every year on the action taken by the record officers in compliance with the

provisions of clauses (a) to ()) of the Sub-section (1) of Section 6 of The Public Records Act, 1993.

Accordingly, a circular letter No. 16-12(A)/2013-RM dated 01 May 2013,ftomDireetor General of Archives

wasissued to all the Secretaries of the 85 Ministries/ Departments of\Governmentof India requesting

them to furnish their report in Form-5 of The Public Records Rules, 1997, in respect of the action taken

by them onthe clauses mentioned above during the year 2012..Thé"Ministries/Departments were also

requested to issue necessary directives toall their attached and/su rdinate offices, including Public Sector

Undertakings, Statutory Bodies,etc. undertheir preerenia7furnish the desired report in Form-

5, in respect of the action taken by them on the clauses mefitioned above, so as to enable the Director

General of Archives to compile and submit the reporttoxthe Governmentof India on the implementation

sought from 85 Ministries/Departments and their attached and subordinate offices inéluding Public

Sector Undertakings, Statutory Bodies, etc. to furnish their report in Form-5 of The Public Records Rules,

1997, in respect of the action taken by them on the implementation of The Public Records Act, 1993 and

Public Records Rules, 1997 during the year 2012. However, only 27 Recotds:Greating Agencies furnished

informationin respect of the action taken by them on the implementation of ‘thevarious provisions of the

said Act and Rules. However, information on various aspects reflecting on the implementation of the Public

Records Act, 1993 have also been provided by various RecordsCreating Agencies including Ministries/

Departments/ Offices/ Public Sector Undertakings in Form 4 and-7-as mandated under Public Records

Rules, 1997. Response/s received during the period under reportfrom/various Records Creating Agencies

CHAPTER-4

RECORDS ROOMS- SETTING UP OF \

A well-organised Record Room is one of the basic pre-requisite of a sound Records Management

system. Sub-Section (2) of Section 5 of the Public Records Act, 1993 stipulates that all Records Creating

Agencies should set up their records room at suitable locations and also place each re¢ords toom under

the charge of a Record Officer. The objective of setting up of the records roomsto preserve the records

scientifically and take timely action for their recording, reviewing, indexing and“weeding out of those

records which are no longer required. Drawing the attention of the RecordsCreating Agencies to the said

provision, National Archives of India requested them to set up Record Rooms in their respective Ministry/

Department/Office/ Public Sector Undertakings,etc. However, the response feceivedin this regard reveals

that in spite of the fact that National Archives of India has been requesting all agenciesfalling under the

purview of the Act to organize andset up their records room in a s¢ientific way, very little attention has been

paid towards this important aspect.

In all, a total of 27 Ministries/Departments/Officesand PublicSector Undertakings, etc. have sent

information, out of which 13 are Ministries/Departments/Offices/ Statutory bodies and 14 are Public

Sector Undertakings under various Ministries of Govétnmetit of India. Detailed analysis of information

RECORDS OFFICERS - NOMINATIONOF

Section 5(1) of the Public Records Act, 1993 stipulates that every records cteating agency shall

nominate one ofits officers as Record Officer to discharge the functions as outlined underSection 6(1)

of the said Act. The Record Officer is required to coordinate and guide various séctions/ divisions of

their respective Records Creating Agencies as well as liaisoning with the Director*Genéral of Archives

for various activities which include in/er-alia, the compilation of records retention schedule of substantive

functions, appraisal of non-curtent records and transfer of records of permanentnature which are 25 years

old to National Archives of Indiaforscientific preservation. Taking into consideration the said provisions,

National Archives of India had requestedall the Records Creating Agencies falling under the purview of the

Act to nominate their Record Officersatthe earliest. During the period under report, over 68 Ministries/

Departments/Offices/ PSUshave furnished the requisite informationin this regard. It is significant to note

that many offices under Ministry of Railways from across the‘coufttryHave nominated their Departmental

SHARING OF SPACE FOR SEMI-CURRENT R
ECORDS

It has been observed that during their semi-current stage the records are not well cared for by the

records creating agencies, especially in cases where a separate records room has not-beemorganised. Most

of these recordsare placed in the corridors or stacked haphazardly in the Almirahs. Such Conditions are not

conducivefor the health of the records resulting in wear and teat or destructionof many records containing

valuable information. Keeping these issues in mind, National Archives of India has beeninviting all the

Records Creating Agencies to share space in its headquarters at New Delhi‘andalsoin its Regional Office at

Bhopal andits three Records Centres at Jaipur, Puducherry and Bhubaneswatlnall 27 Records Creating

Agencies have furnished information in this regard, out of which 13 are Government Records Creating

Agencies and 14 are Public Sector Undertakings. None of themare willing-to take up the offer of sharing

of space at any of the premises of the National Archives of India.

Every records creating agency creates records in their day-to-day transactions. To segregate the

important records from those ephemeral in nature and to ensure their proper management/“maintenance,

timely recording, reviewing and weeding of records are essential steps which are required to be taken byall

the records creating agencies. Section 6(1) (b) of Public Records Act, 19934nd-Rule 9of Public Records

Rules, 1997stipulates that no record shall be destroyed without being recorded and reviewed. Rule 9(1) of

the Public Records Rules, 1997 further stipulates that each records creating agency shall furnish half-yearly

returns on the subject to National Archives of India. Accordingly, a citcular/etter No. E. 16-4/2013-RM

dated 01 May 2013 wasissued to all Ministries/Departments wheréth all the Records Creating Agencies were

requested to issue necessary directives to all the attached and subordinate offices including the Public Sector

Undertakings, Statutory Bodies, etc. ‘A list of Records Creating Ageneies that have sent information may

please be seen in Annexure-II.
